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Taking Hold of Everything God Has for You!

Career Choice



    Joshua 5:13-15
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We all have to make a career choice. We may not stay in the same job for our entire lives but we have to make a decision at some point (or live with mom & dad the rest of our lives!) 

 The same is true in our spiritual lives. We have to decide whether we will follow God or go our own way and do our own thing. That’s the choice Joshua had to make. At first, even though he knew better Joshua fell into the normal pattern of assuming whatever he did God would bless, but he was wrong. Did the answer that the “Commander of the Lord’s army” gave to Joshua surprise you at all? Why or why not?

For 700 years God has been telling Israel that He was on their side. So why does God suddenly seem to change His mind, or does He? What’s the point of the story? Why did He answer in an unexpected fashion?
2.  Watch enough sports and you are bound to see guys kneel in prayer after a touch down, kneel in prayer during the last possession, or point up to heaven as a gesture of thanks. Is that appropriate or not? Should we pray for our favorite sports team or player to win? Does God care who wins the Super Bowl? Should the church softball team pray before or after a game or is that taking sports too seriously? Is God to busy for such nonsense? What’s the real question we have to answer as indicated by the Commander? 
3. Which of the two statements do you agree with:

a. “If religion is going to survive it needs to change to fit with the time!”

b. “Religion doesn’t change, we do!”

Which of the two statements characterize how you live? How about your prayer life? Do you spend more time telling God what’s on your list or seek what’s on His? How about your expectations for your life? Do you want God to bless what you do or do you want to do what He blesses?

4. How is Moses described in Joshua 1:2? Read this passage again and find the word “servant” in it. Who said it and how did he demonstrate it? Evidently Joshua got the point behind how the Commander answered his question. Do you? What is your posture with God? Are you His servant or is He your servant? Are you the “Commander” or is He? 

How do you demonstrate the heart of a servant at your workplace, home, the place at which you volunteer, church, and with friends?
