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Taking Hold of Everything God Has for You!

Expect Days of Great Victory!

    Joshua 10:12-15
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1. What do you think about the miracles in the Bible? Do passages like this one or the miracle of the floating axe head embarrass you?   Does God still do similar miracles today? If so, have you experienced or seen one? Are miracles as frequent today as they were in the Bible? If not, why aren’t they? Do you have to believe in miracles to be a Christian?
2. How would you explain this miracle to a cynic? What exactly did Joshua ask for? What does the passage say happened? What was Joshua’s vantage point? What did he see? Does the passage say how God did it scientifically? Can God violate laws of nature without doing damage to the world?  How else could this miracle be explained while being faithful to the Bible?
3. What is your devotional life like? While reading the Bible or praying have you ever sensed God’s presence in a special way? How often does this occur during your devotional time? Is this the norm or are your devotional times rather uneventful? Why does God seem to move you at times but not at other times or all the time?
4. Describe your life. Is it filled with heart-pounding non-stop adventure or is it rather dull? Has God ever surprised you?

Describe what happened. Have you ever stepped out of your comfort zone and really put yourself on the line, your faith on the line, or trust God for something beyond your ability to do or produce? What happened?
5. Has “opportunity” ever knocked on your door? What did you do in response? When is an opportunity that presents itself a clear directive from God and when is it not? Have you ever convinced yourself God wanted you to do a certain thing when in reality you knew it was you who wanted it? What resulted from the decision and what did you learn from the experience?
6. Read the whole chapter. What else did Joshua do that opened him up to God’s blessings? Joshua could have easily reneged on his vow to the Gibeons; they tricked him into the relationship anyway!  Here’s a great way to undo a bad decision. All Joshua had to do was look the other way, but he didn’t. Apply it to your life. Are you living a responsible life?
